The actualization of the search for new directions and innovative mechanisms for the development
of the investment component of the economy of the regions is associated with the formation of new
economic conditions designed to resist sectional pressure on the domestic economy. The modern state policy
of investment development presupposes the formation of unified national methods and standards for its
implementation in the regions. The system of support for new investment projects implemented by state
executive authorities (the regional investment standard) is certainly another step towards strengthening
the influence of state bodies on the implementation of investment activities in the regions. However, the
strengthening of the controlling, supervisory and stimulating functions of the state in the investment sphere
has already made it possible to form the organizational and economic foundations for the formation and
development of new innovative and digital forms of investment activity. In the current conditions, special
attention should be paid to the regions of the North Caucasus Federal District, which are predominantly
agrarian, subsidized and high-risk, which directly links their investment development with the
implementation of state development programs. Another area of investment development for the regions
of the North Caucasus Federal District is the emergence of innovative digital investments that will allow
developing the individual capabilities of the regions in attracting private investment resources. New
opportunities of digital investment resources are associated with their dual nature, which manifests itself in
the accumulation of positive investment attractiveness potentials and independence from investment risks
inherent in the regions, which allows attracting significant amounts of private digital investments necessary
for the full investment development of the regions of the North Caucasus Federal District. In the current
ambiguous conditions of the development of the regions of the North Caucasus Federal District, the
formation of new experimental / digital types of investment activities can become a necessary driver of their
investment development.

The analysis of the costs of innovation
activities for the North Caucasus Federal District and the RD for 2021 shows that, both in the region as a
whole and in the RD, the costs of this activity are clearly not enough for the successful development of the
region and the RD. In addition, according to the RD, as well as in other republics of the North Caucasus
Federal District, the costs of certain areas of innovation activity are not carried out at all, or these costs are
symbolic, shown in nature. The main reason for the current state of affairs in the NCFD and the RD is the
subsidized nature of the activities of the republic and some subjects of the NCFD. That is why there is an
imbalance in costs in the main areas of innovation.

Abstract. This article considers the problem of comparing the evolution and the results of housing
construction in the 15 Republics of the USSR during a 45-year period, which has been largely overlooked in
the Russian scholarly literature until recently. Having composed a database that rests upon the data we
collected from more than 120 statistical sources at the level of the USSR and the Union Republics, we
propose a method of comparing Republics by calculating 89 indica-tors. These indicators characterize
housing completions by every Republic in urban and rural areas and by source of financing (the state,
population, housing construction cooperatives and collective farms), the size of the housing stock in urban
settlements and rural areas, flats and houses built, and the number of inhabitants who improved their
housing conditions. Part | of this article pre-sents general results of our calculations by Republic as well as
top-3 ratings of the Russian So-viet Federative Socialist Republic according to 89 indicators computed.

Abstract. The mechanisms of mortgage housing lending offered to citizens of our country to improve
housing conditions are in constant development and updating, taking into account changing foreign policy
and economic conditions, as well as the needs of the population. In the conditions of growing demand for
individual housing, the study of the dynamics of the mortgage market in the segment of individual housing
construction, existing credit programs and government support measures is an urgent task. The purpose of
the study: analysis and evaluation of the main trends in the mortgage lending market in the segment of
individual housing construction. Research methods: a quantitative research method based on the collection
and analysis of statistical data from official information sources that are publicly available was used. The
results of the study: the analysis of trends in the mortgage lending market in the sector of individual housing
construction was carried out according to such indicators as the average size of a mortgage loan and down
payment, the number of loans issued by regions and major banks, the number of credit institutions
operating on the market, as well as the weighted average size of the current interest rate and the average
loan term. The conditions of mortgage loan programs for the purchase or construction of an individual
residential building with state support are considered. Conclusions: the mortgage lending market in the
segment of individual housing is characterized by an increase in the number of preferential credit programs
and their terms of operation, as well as an increase in the share of mortgage loans issued under state-
supported programs to 79%. There is a significant differentiation of Russian regions by the number of loans
issued for individual housing construction. The measures that can have a positive impact on increasing the
population's demand for individual housing and stimulating the mortgage lending market are formulated.
