Abstract. The purpose of the study is to identify the factors that determine the nature of consumer behavior
of the population of the region, using the example of the subjects of the North Caucasus Federal District of
Russia. Methods: the tasks set in the study determined the need to use a set of methods, including abstract-
logical, monographic, experimental, computational-constructive, comparative analysis, econometric
modeling. Results: with the change of the modern market, the consumer behavior of people is also changing.
The reason for the transformation may be certain factors. The study presents a classification of factors
affecting the consumer behavior of the population, and analyzes the consumer behavior of the population of
the republics of the North Caucasus. The analysis of statistical data on the use of monetary income by
households revealed a stable increase in spending on the purchase of goods and payment for services both
in the federal districts of the country and in the regions of the North Caucasus Federal District of Russia.
Expenses for the purchase of real estate are also increasing in almost all territorial districts and subjects
during the study period, which, to a certain extent, occur due to a reduction in the share of financial assets
of the population. Retail trade turnover is also steadily growing, which is interpreted by an increase in
commodity prices. In addition, the catering market is developing quite dynamically. A decrease in food and
beverage costs can be regarded as a negative trend. With the exception of the Stavropol Territory, where
relative stability is observed, there is a decrease in household spending on food in the regions of the North
Caucasus Federal District. The scope of the results. The results of the conducted research can be used by
the executive authorities of the region in the development of programs for the socio-economic development
of territories. Conclusions. The decline in real wage growth in the regions of the North Caucasus affects the
volume and structure of consumer spending of the population. The share of food products in this structure
acts as a marker of the standard of living of the population. The results of the analysis demonstrate the
current trend towards saving on the purchase of various goods, products and services from the population,
which indirectly confirms the transition to a savings model of behavior in which the main expenses fall on
food and basic necessities.

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POTENTIAL FOR THE USE OF RENEWABLE
ENERGY SOURCES IN THE REPUBLIC OF DAGESTAN

Abstract. The article discusses the main trends in the development and introduction of renewable energy
sources in the Republic of Dagestan. The potential of their use is assessed. The reasons for the weak
development of renewable energy in the region are identified and substantiated, the main of which, in our
opinion, are the lack of an appropriate legal and regulatory framework, a clear state policy and support in
this area, formed in the form of an appropriate legislative act. Prospects for the effective use of renewable
energy sources for the intensification of energy conservation in the region have been identified. Proposals
are formulated to create a legal framework for regulating relationships arising in the course of activities in
the field of renewable energy use in order to create favorable prerequisites for motivating, stimulating and
ensuring investment attractiveness, priority use of these energy sources in the interests of improving social,
environmental living conditions and saving energy resources in the Republic of Dagestan.

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NATURE-LIKE TECHNOLOGY OF PASTURE REVIVAL ANIMAL HUSBANDRY AND DEVELOPMENT
OF ECOLOGICAL TOURISM IN DAGESTAN

Abstract. Relevance. The economic and geographical aspects of the territorial organization of the economy
of mountainous and semi-desert Dagestan have their own peculiarities associated with the need to improve
traditional pasture land use, the introduction of nature-like technology for the organization of livestock
breeding and promising agrotourism on poorly developed exotic mountain and semi-desert landscapes.
Materials and methods. In the conditions of conducting economic activity on limited financial, material and
land resources, a methodological approach to the organization of corporate governance of mass private
small forms of pasture livestock based on interzonal combined land use has been developed. The ecological
and economic effect is obvious due to the combined use of semi-desert and mountain pastures and the
dynamics of the growth of tourist and recreational indicators. Results and discussions. The combined use
of lands of different zones with different natural rhythms of vegetation development contributes to the
restoration and functioning of the quality of seasonally used semi-desert and mountain pasture lands on the
basis of a nature-like technology for the organization of livestock maintenance with significantly low
material and technical costs in conditions of winter driving-pasture cattle on flat-semi-desert pastures than
on stable maintenance in the mountains. Simultaneously with the nature-like technology of pasture animal
husbandry, we are solving the problem of promising ecological and educational rural tourism in the
mountainous and semi-desert landscapes of Dagestan. Conclusion. Ecological and landscape improvement
of pasture land use based on the organization of nature-like technology in natural conditions of livestock
keeping and the creation of a mountain and semi-desert-seaside agrarian and tourist cluster in Dagestan is
recommended.

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FINANCING OF THE HEALTHCARE SECTOR AND THE ROLE OF INSTITUTIONS
IN REDUCING THE STRATIFICATION OF THE POPULATION

Abstract. This article examines the situation with the introduction of market relations in the financing of the
healthcare sector in Uzbekistan. When writing the article, methods of statistical and comparative analysis
of economic indicators were used, as well as correlation and regression analysis of healthcare financing
made from the state budget and the population's own payments. As a result of the analysis, it was revealed
that the implementation of institutional reforms and structural changes in healthcare has led to positive
trends and the achievement of certain successes. Spending on healthcare with citizens' own funds has a
positive effect on GDP growth, to a greater extent than spending from budget funds. However, this leads to
a deepening of the stratification of the population, and the poor cannot access adequate medical services,
especially in rural areas, where almost half of the population of Uzbekistan lives. Hidden unemployment is
also high in these areas, which is occupied by about 25.1% of employed persons in agriculture, forestry and
fisheries, as well as 22.2% of those employed in other sectors of the economy. In addition, the share of
expenditures from the health budget per capita is decreasing. Based on the analysis, conclusions were drawn
and results were obtained indicating a deepening of the stratification of the population. The findings will be
useful for the formation of financial resources in healthcare in order to reduce the stratification of the
population and solve the problem of "catastrophic expenses™ in Uzbekistan. Some of the results of this study
are used in carrying out institutional changes in healthcare.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the problems of planning and financing the expenses of the Compulsory
Health Insurance Fund. The analysis of the execution of planned expenditure indicators of the budget of the
Compulsory Health Insurance Fund and their modern structural features is carried out. It was revealed that in
conditions of underfunding of healthcare institutions, there is a chronic non-fulfillment of budget assignments for a
number of expenses, which leads to the formation of a large rolling balance of funds. The reasons for the revealed
violations related to both the shortcomings of the budget process and the shortcomings of the domestic model of
healthcare, including in terms of its regulatory support, are analyzed. Measures to eliminate the identified
shortcomings are proposed. In the course of the study, the basic principles of system analysis and methods of statistical
data processing were applied. The theoretical information base of the study was made up of regulatory legal acts
regulating the procedure for financing healthcare institutions in Russia, scientific works of domestic authors
describing trends and problems of resource provision of the medical industry in our country.

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RESIDENTIAL REAL ESTATE MARKET OF THE VOLGA REGION THE
FEDERAL DISTRICT: THE STATE AND PROSPECTS OF ITS DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. The article presents an overview of the development of the residential real estate market in the
Volga Federal District (PFD). As a result of the study, it was noted that the residential real estate market is
closely related to housing construction. Among the regions of the Volga Federal District for housing
commissioning, the Republic of Bashkortostan took the first place from 2015 to 2018, and since 2019 these
positions have passed to the Republic of Tatarstan. Tatarstan and Bashkiria also entered the top five in terms
of the share of housing commissioned by the population and the share of the total volume of housing
commissioned by the population in the Russian Federation. The authors analyzed the development of the
residential real estate market in the regions of the Volga Federal District by such indicators as the cost of
construction per square meter, the cost of sale in the primary and secondary markets, price growth indices.
The characteristics of preferential mortgage products operating on the territory of the Russian Federation
in 2023 (mortgage with state support, family mortgage, rural mortgage) are presented. A special place in
the study is given to the calculation of indicators of the economic efficiency of investing in residential real
estate in cities with millions of people, such as Kazan, Ufa, Nizhny Novgorod and Samara. The results of
calculations show that it is more expedient to purchase an apartment for rent in Ufa, the longest payback
period is observed in Kazan. The material of the article is of practical interest for specialists in the field of
residential real estate.

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THE IMPACT OF ENVIRONMENTAL LIVING CONDITIONS
ON HUMAN POTENTIAL

Abstract. The purpose of the work is to assess the environmental living conditions of the population and
analyze their impact on the demographic characteristics of human potential. Methods of research. The
article implements the author's development of the index of environmental living conditions of the population
and the methodology of its construction for Russian regions based on official statistics. The relationship of
the constructed indices with the demographic characteristics of human potential is estimated by correlation
analysis. The scope of the results. The results of the work carried out can be used in scientific research to
take into account the environmental situation in the regions, as well as regional economic and environmental
management bodies when developing strategies for the socio-economic development of the subjects of the
federation. Conclusions and results. Official statistics data in the context of Russian regions confirmed
positive links between environmental living conditions and life expectancy, healthy life expectancy, fertility,
negative — with morbidity, including respiratory diseases, mortality, infant mortality. However, the closeness
of the revealed connections turned out to be lower than expected. It is concluded that it is expedient to
proceed to the analysis of more disaggregated territories in the study of environmental living conditions:
from regions to municipalities.

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DEMOGRAPHIC SITUATION IN THE REPUBLIC OF DAGESTAN
AND DEMOGRAPHIC POLICY PRIORITIES

Abstract. The object of the study is the processes of population reproduction and demographic policy in the
regions of the North Caucasus Federal District of Russia. The relevance of the study is due to the severity of
demographic challenges of demographically prosperous and, at the same time, economically lagging
territories of the country and the need for effective responses in modern conditions. The purpose of this
article is to identify and substantiate the specifics of the development of demographic processes in the regions
of the North Caucasus Federal District of Russia, as well as the desire to characterize the directions of
modern demographic policy in these regions. The research methodology is based on the analysis of
demographic processes in the regions of the North Caucasus Federal District, the analysis of socio-
demographic policy in the country, the use of tools for theoretical generalization and statistical data analysis.
The information base of the study was made up of data from the State Statistics Committee of Russia and its
territorial bodies, legislative and regulatory acts of the Russian Federation. The results of the study show
that most of the measures and funding are aimed at improving the well-being and living conditions of families
with children, providing financial support to all categories of families with children. Despite this, the
dynamics of the birth rate in the country and in most regions has been declining since 2014. It is caused by
economic factors that have oppositely directed vectors of influence on fertility processes relative to
demographic policy measures, the main of which is a decrease in real monetary incomes of the population.
In order to neutralize the negative manifestations of measures of material support for families with children,
it is proposed to appoint the payment of child allowances for all children up to the age of majority, regardless
of the income level of the family or parents. It is also proposed to promote the widespread introduction of
flexible employment schedules for women with children, as this will allow them to take care of children
during working hours. The scope of application of the results obtained is that taking into account regional
experience can contribute to the improvement of federal family policy and thereby expand its capabilities in
helping to increase the sustainability of Russia's demographic development.

Abstract. In the last decade, there has been a growing interest in the environmental aspects of armed conflict
among Governments, academia, politicians, international organizations and civil society. Military actions
can have catastrophic consequences for the environment and natural capital. Armed conflicts and military
actions change the ability of ecosystems to generate flows of ecosystem services. The development of
programs for post-conflict restoration of degraded ecosystems is a key element in the formation of a
sustainable development strategy in post-conflict regions. Programs for the restoration of degraded
ecosystems include a set of environmental and economic tools to accelerate the restoration of degraded
ecosystems, which have proven to be incredibly valuable to humans. Assessments of ecosystem services show
that the economic benefits of restoration may outweigh the costs. A meta-analysis of the published literature
shows that ecological restoration can increase the provision of biodiversity and ecosystem services.
Ecosystem restoration can be a crucial complement to conservation efforts to preserve the services provided
by natural capital. Involving environmental economists in the early stages of recovery will help determine
the most cost-effective approach to recovery. Market strategies have been developed to solve the problem of
financing recovery. Payment systems for ecosystem services are promising because they stimulate recovery
and can provide significant savings.

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ON THE ISSUE OF SUBSIDIARY LIABILITY OF THE CONTROLLING DEBTOR OF THE PERSON
WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF BANKRUPTCY LEGISLATION
ON THE EXAMPLE OF A LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY

Abstract. In 2017, Federal Law No. 266-FZ of 29.07.2017 introduced serious amendments to the Law "On
Insolvency (Bankruptcy)™ of 26.10.2002 No. 127-FZ and Resolution of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of
the Russian Federation No. 53 "On Certain Issues Related to Bringing Persons Controlling the Debtor to
Responsibility in Bankruptcy"”. Together, these two normative legal acts have brought the institution of
subsidiary liability to a new level. The article deals with the issues of subsidiary liability of the founders and
participants of a limited liability company in connection with the inability to satisfy creditors' claims on the
obligations of a legal entity against the background of improving civil legislation in the field of bankruptcy.
The legal nature of subsidiary liability and the grounds for its involvement are considered. The judicial and
arbitration practice is analyzed.
