Abstract. The purpose of the work. To investigate the processes of professional training of students in the
specialty "Organization of work with youth", identifying current problems and ways to solve them related to
the formation of a structure of professional specialized and universal meta-subject competencies that
determine their high demand in the labor market. The relevance of the problem is due to the fact that, despite
the active discussion of the problem of the development of various professional competencies among students
in domestic and foreign literature, the level of their development among specialists already operating in the
professional field of youth work is not high enough, which indicates serious gaps in the organization of the
educational process of training specialists, imperfection of the content of educational programs, This is also
the case in the organization of systematic interaction between professional educational institutions with
potential employers and executive authorities implementing state youth policy in the regions. Research
methods. The research used such methods as: terminological analysis of definitions of the conceptual
apparatus on the problem of research, analysis of normative and legal sources, comparative analysis,
abstraction, generalization, methods of pedagogical observation. Results. The most important substantive
components of professional standards for training specialists in youth work at different stages of their
implementation have been identified. The main problems of professional training of specialists in youth work
at the stage of their studies at the university are formulated, recommendations for their solution are
proposed. The scope of the results. The materials can be used for theoretical and methodological
substantiation of educational and extracurricular programs at the stage of professional training of
specialists in working with youth in universities, as well as in the framework of the organization of their
additional education. The recommendations given in the article can be used in the development of regional
programs for improving human resources for institutions implementing youth policy. Conclusions. The
necessity of using a wide instrumental arsenal of educational and extracurricular forms and methods for
improving the professional training of specialists in working with youth in the regions is substantiated.

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PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF MERIDIONAL TRANSFORMATION THE TRANSPORT AND
TRANSIT SYSTEM OF RUSSIA USING TRADITIONAL
INTERNATIONAL TRANSPORT ROUTES THE NORTH-SOUTH CORRIDOR

Abstract. The research is aimed at identifying and analyzing the problems and prospects of the meridional
transformation of the transport and transit system (TTS) of Russia using the traditional routes of the international
transport corridor (ITC) "North - South™ under conditions of external sanctions pressure, reformatting the
configuration of the transport and logistics complex and directions of cargo flows. Goal. Identification of
weaknesses of the traditional North-South MTK routes, many of which cannot be overcome in the short and
medium term, assessment of prospects for the development of transport communications within the corridor.
Tasks. To substantiate the necessity and relevance of the meridional transformation of the TTS of Russia through
the development of sea and land transportation along the traditional routes of the North—South MTC. To identify
the production, technological, economic, organizational and institutional problems of the functioning of the
Western Railway-automobile route, the Trans-Caspian water-land route, the Eastern and New Eastern Railway
routes of the North-South Railway Complex. To describe and evaluate the main projects and activities to enhance
the competitive advantages of the corridor. To assess the prospects for transport and transit provision of trade,
economic, innovation and investment cooperation between Russia, India and other countries of the Global South.
Methodology. The research uses the methods of evolutionary and institutional theory, the theory of industrial and
technological balance of the economy and technical and economic structures, expert and analytical assessments.
Results. It is established that in the conditions of external sanctions pressure, the tasks of strengthening Russia's
economic sovereignty and ensuring national security in the transport and logistics field determine the need and
relevance of the meridional transformation of the country's TTS. The expediency of creating a single transport
and logistics operator on the North—South routes has been proved. It is indicated that when establishing
cooperation with African countries, it is preferable for Russia to interact with China within the framework of
combining the EAEU infrastructure projects and the Belt and Road Initiative. Conclusions. The urgent task of
the meridional transformation of the TTS of Russia requires the development of several directions along the routes
North Asia (Asian Russia) — Central Asia — South/West Asia and North Asia (Asian Russia) — East Asia.

IN CONDITIONS OF INSTABILITY AND SANCTIONS PRESSURE

Abstract. The purpose of the work. The article considers the assessment of the impact of changes in the main
indicators of Russia's foreign trade on the development of small and medium-sized innovative
entrepreneurship (MSIP) in conditions of instability and sanctions pressure. Tasks. Taking into account the
theoretical and methodological aspects of the application of sanctions regimes in the field of foreign trade,
to investigate the change in the main indicators of Russia's foreign economic activity, such as: foreign trade
turnover, exports and imports. To conduct a comparative analysis of the dynamics of these indicators in
absolute and relative values, as well as the structure of exports and imports in the context of commodity
industries. Methodology. The research uses methods of system analysis, evolutionary and institutional
theory, econometric modeling, historical approach and analytical assessment. Results. The following
significant changes in the dynamics of the main indicators of Russia's foreign trade in 2022 have been
identified: an increase in foreign trade turnover and exports to record values, as well as, as a result, a
surplus in the foreign trade balance. This increase was achieved due to an increase in the value of mineral
products exported by Russia. Under the conditions of sanctions, there was a noticeable decrease in the share
of machinery, equipment and vehicles in the structure of both exports and imports. It is shown that the
balanced and sustainable development of the main indicators of the country's foreign trade has a positive
effect on the development of small and medium-sized innovative entrepreneurship and vice versa.
Conclusions. The overall structure of Russia's foreign trade remains unchanged: the bulk of exports are
commodities, the bulk of imports are finished products of mechanical engineering and other high-tech
industries. Under the conditions of sanctions, such a structure creates risks of long-term technological lag
of the Russian economy from the economies of developed countries. Another risk is a decrease in the value
of exports of mineral products, on which, in turn, the dynamics of GDP and the amount of tax revenues to
the budget system of the Russian Federation depend. Russia has developed a system of state support for ISIP,
since it is difficult for this sector to develop without state support in the context of sanctions processes, and
at the same time its importance for the country's economy is undeniable.

LABOR MIGRATION TO RUSSIA: DEVELOPMENT TRENDS
AND THE CONSEQUENCES FOR THE LABOR MARKET

Abstract. The article is devoted to the interaction of external migration and the labor market in the updated
realities of Russia's development. The purpose of the work is to analyze and diagnose the socio—economic
consequences of labor immigration processes in the modern development of the Russian economy.
Methodology and methods of research. The work is based on a systematic, economic, statistical and
comparative analysis of the processes of attracting and using foreign labor in Russia. The official data of
the Federal State Statistics Service of Russia, the Main Directorate for Migration of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of the Russian Federation, as well as data obtained as a result of sociological surveys of migrant
workers conducted in Russian regions, were used as an information base for the study. The empirical
information used in the work is analyzed using methods of statistical and sociological monitoring of key
indicators of labor market development and labor immigration. Results and conclusions. The paper
evaluates the current trends in the functioning of the national labor market in the context of the problems of
balance between the demand for labor and its supply. The factors determining the development of these
processes have been studied. The dynamics and directions of the development of the situation in the field of
external labor migration are analyzed. The impact of labor immigration on the formation of labor potential
and the labor market is revealed. The analysis of migration strategies and attitudes of migrant workers
regarding their further stay in Russia is carried out. A number of key problems of improving state policy in
the field of regulation of the attraction and use of labor from abroad are considered. The paper shows that
the recovery of the domestic economy to the pre-crisis level objectively contributes to an increase in the
volume of attracting and using foreign labor. The flows of labor immigration have a contradictory impact
on the development of labor potential and the economic development of Russian regions. The quantitative
increase in labor resources is accompanied by a decrease in their qualitative characteristics. The expansion
of labor immigration requires the modernization of policies in the field of regulating the use of foreign labor.
The scope of the results. The main results of the study can be used in the development of measures in the
field of migration policy and the policy of regulating the Russian foreign labor market.

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TRANSFORMATION OF EDUCATIONAL POTENTIAL
UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF ECONOMIC
AND SOCIO-CULTURAL BEHAVIOR OF THE POPULATION

Abstract. The article examines the influence of economic and socio-cultural behavior of the population on the
change in educational potential. This approach makes it possible to use the educational potential more effectively
as a tool for the socio-economic development of society. The purpose of the study is to identify changes in the
educational potential of the population under the influence of economic behavior and socio-cultural factors in
the national regions of Southern Russia. Within the framework of the designated goal, the conceptual foundations
of the issue under study are considered. The article was prepared based on the results of an online sociological
survey "ldentification of the features of socio-demographic, economic and labor behavior of the population”,
conducted by the ISEI of the Russian Academy of Sciences in the 1st half of 2023. It is concluded that, at all levels
of the Russian education system, the availability of education is decreasing, and its quality, if in some cases
maintained, is rather in spite of, rather than due to the prevailing conditions. While maintaining the observed
trends, it will become increasingly difficult to maintain the scientific and technical potential necessary for
sustainable economic development and national security; in addition, social differentiation associated with
educational restrictions will increase.

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FEATURES OF POPULATION DYNAMICS IN MUNICIPALITIES OF THE
NORTH CAUCASUS OVER THE LAST INTER-CENSUS PERIOD

Abstract. The North Caucasus (North Caucasus Federal District) is one of the few macro-regions of Russia
where the population has increased significantly over the last decade (the period between the All-Russian
population censuses of 2010 and 2020/2021) and the only one where this happened due to natural population
growth. However, within the federal district itself, the dynamics of the population is characterized by various
features that are clearly manifested at the municipal level. This is due to the fact that in Russia many socio-
economic processes (including demographic ones) are significantly differentiated not only by regions-
subjects of the Russian Federation, but also at the intraregional level. The article examines the features of
the demographic dynamics of the North Caucasus at the level of municipalities of the first level (urban
districts, municipal districts and districts) and identifies the main factors contributing to these features. The
territories of the North Caucasus have been identified, which are already characterized by depopulation and
it will intensify or begin in the coming years if appropriate demographic policy measures are not developed
at the regional level. The main policy directions for increasing the birth rate and reducing the migration
outflow of the population of the macroregion have been identified.

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INTERNATIONAL EDUCATIONAL MIGRATION: PROBLEMS,
TASKS AND AREAS OF IMPROVEMENT

Abstract. This article examines the problems of global educational migration and their impact on all spheres
of society: socio-economic, political and cultural. During the preparation of the article, the method of expert
assessment, statistical analysis of demographic and economic indicators was used. As a result of the analysis
of the Russian education system, conclusions were drawn about the impact of international educational
migration on the economic, demographic, cultural and educational potential of the country. The current
geopolitical situation, the spread of Russophobia, and the denial of all Russian urgently require a reversal
of international cooperation between Russian universities towards the countries of the post-Soviet space and
friendly countries of the Asian-African region.

TRENDS IN MARITAL AND FAMILY BEHAVIOR OF RUSSIANS

Abstract. The article examines the trends of marital and family behavior of men, women, and youth in Russia,
attitudes towards family creation, registered marriage and unregistered marital union, and the birth of
children. The research is based on a general scientific methodology, which provides for the application of a
systematic approach to problem solving. The basis of the work was the official data of the Federal State
Statistics Service, analytical reports and analytical reviews of VTSIOM. The article analyzes changes in the
model of marriage between men and women based on the results of sample surveys of reproductive plans of
the population conducted by Rosstat in 2012, 2017 and 2022. It was revealed how the age of first marriage
for men and women in Russia changed, what form of marital and family relations men and women of Russia
prefer, depending on whether it is the first marriage or a repeat one, how men and women treat registered
and unregistered marriage, how many children there were in Russian families and how many childless
families there were It is determined which part of the population of the Russian Federation has never been
married and has an unregistered family union. The results obtained make it possible to determine the trends
in the development of the process under study, make it possible to make a forecast of the demographic
situation in the country in order to develop measures to influence it.

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DETERMINANTS OF ECOLOGICAL AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
BALANCED GROWTH: THE DECOUPLING EFFECT

Abstract. The aim of the study is to statistically assess the relationship between the rates of sustainable
economic growth and the release of pollutants into the environment in the regions of the North Caucasus
Federal District. Research methodology. Methods of econometric analysis of the relationship between
changes in the level of pollutant emissions (decoupling) and the dynamics of gross regional product (GRP)
are used. The results of the study. For the purposes of comparative and regression analysis, a paired
correlation (scattering diagram) of the release of two types of pollutants (discharge of polluting wastewater
and release of pollutants into the atmospheric air) with the growth rate of the gross regional product of the
North Caucasus Federal District based on a calculated indicator — decoupling is presented. Based on the
econometric analysis of regional data for the period from 2000 to 2020, it is shown that there is a negative
relationship  between the dynamics of environmental pollution and economic growth.
Conclusions/significance. The article considers the methodology for assessing the decapling effect,
calculates the decapling coefficient for the North Caucasus Federal District for 2000-2021; presents a
graphical analysis of the decapling effect. The obtained results of the statistical assessment of the mutual
influence of anthropogenic impact on the environment can be used in the process of adjusting the parameters
of the ecological and economic vector of the strategy for ensuring sustainable and balanced growth in the
North Caucasus macroregion.
