It is concluded that the regions of the Bering
Strait have never been the subject of international disputes, since, since the 1990s, the national parks of
Beringia have always been perceived by the international community as a Russian or American territory,
depending on the sovereignty of the countries [5]. And the initiative took place in 1991. The Congress
established the Beringia Joint Heritage Program at the National Park Service in the Alaska Regional
District.

THE EFFECTIVENESS OF STATE SOCIAL ASSISTANCE TO THE POPULATION ON THE BASIS OF A

Abstract. The paper examines the effectiveness of state social assistance to the population on the basis of a
social contract in the regions of Russia. It is noted that the social contract is one of the main tools for
achieving the national goal of reducing ﬁoverty in Russia. The purpose of the social contract is to improve
the quality of life of poor citizens through their own activity in obtaining permanent sources of income. The
analysis of the experience of implementing social contracts in the regions of Russia was carried out, the
regulatory framework for their regulation at the federal and regional levels was studied. The main directions
of social contracts are analyzed - for job search, entrepreneurial activity, maintaining a personal subsidiary,
overcoming a difficult life situation. The dynamics of the growth in the number of contracts concluded and
the coverage of the population with this support measure are shown.
